2.1 Introduction. 

Today, when more and more attention it is given to human rights in the field of health care, increases demands of the population to the quality of medical care, new medical technologies take root, the knowledge of the medical right is pledge of successful activity of each doctor. It causes obligatory inclusion of medico-legal questions in educational process of studying of specialists of medical branch.

As a subject matter the legislation in the field of health care is urged not only to help to study the medical right to future doctor, but also to give him knowledge of the medical law as about being formed branch of the right, and also as about a science as a whole.

«The medical law» discipline teaching should be aimed at that students not only received idea of the current legislation regulating implementation of medical activity in Kazakhstan, but also learned about views of legal problems of the organization of health care and rendering of medical care, about an assessment of the various phenomena of legal reality from the point of view of the medical right, about problems of this science in modern conditions, including in an interaction context with bioethics and other directions. 

During «The medical law» discipline studying to acquaint students with all acts of the current legislation regulating the relations which arise in connection with the organization of health care and implementation of medical activity, it is not possible, but it is necessary to provide acquaintance of future physicians with fundamental laws, first of all the Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan «About health of the people and health system», the Labor Code, the Civil Code, State program "Salamatty Kazakhstan" for 2011-2015, the bylaws having basic value for understanding of the main institutes of the medical right.


Today in Kazakhstan, like in many other countries, the tendency to allocation of the medical law in independent legal branch was outlined. Now the medical law as branch in system of the law of Kazakhstan is in a formation stage, as well as a science of the medical law.

It is necessary to refer improvement of the conceptual device, and also development of the concept of development of the medical law and the legislation on health care to priorities of a domestic science of the medical law. Performance of these tasks is impossible without the analysis of the foreign doctrine of the medical law and the legislation on health care, and also between - national and legal acts and other documents (WHO documents etc.). Today, during an era of globalization of human activity and at the same time emergence of «new threats which have global character and is demanded by association of efforts at the international level for their overcoming» becomes especially actual.

Relying on strong theoretical bases, the course of the medical right have to have an accurate practical orientation, to give a chance to future physicians to seize knowledge which will allow to solve the problems arising in relationship with patients and other subjects of the medical right, proceeding from standards of the current legislation, medical ethics and a deontology.


«The medical law» discipline development demands preliminary studying and judgment of the majority of clinical disciplines, disciplines of the social and economic and philosophical directions, formation from students of vision of interrelation between them. Proceeding from it, it is represented expedient to teach the medical right on older years of medical schools.
Essentially, that development of the medical law was carried out after studying by students of «A right basis» discipline which is taught now on younger courses of medical schools. It is desirable, that between studying of these disciplines there was no big break. In any case to the teacher teaching the course of the medical law is necessary to remind students some key concepts of the theory of the right, and also criminal, civil, administrative and other branches of the right general information about which students gathered during studying of bases of the right. Creation of departments of the medical law or the medical law and bioethics as it is made in a number of foreign countries, for example in the Russian Federation where in 1995 in the Moscow medical academy named after I.M.Setchenov the independent department of the medical law first in the country was created is in the long term possible.

Introducing a course «Medical law» and defining its contents, it is necessary to mean and introduction possibility in the program of electives on single medico-legal questions (for example, «An international legal regulation of a right to health protection», «Legal and ethical problems of biomedical activity»). The subject «Medical law» should put the strong base for discipline studying, and elective – to deepen knowledge and understanding students of actual medico-legal problems.

 Each doctor, irrespective of the chosen specialty and work performed by it, should be prepared for performance of duties of the medico-legal expert as it demands Criminal Procedure Code of RK. It agrees on pp.83,84 Criminal Procedure Code of RK in which the rights and duties of the expert are defined, as the expert or as the specialist doctor the persons possessing special knowledge of area of a medical science can be involved.
2.2 The discipline purpose «Medical law» is aimed to give first of all knowledge to students about the rights and freedom of the person, to acquaint future doctor, irrespective of his specialty, with the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan and norms of international law, objects and forensic medical examination methods, with his rights and duties. To teach students to apply standards of the legislation about health care in the Republic of Kazakhstan on concrete situations. 

 2.3 Mission of training.

- the analysis of a subject, a method, sources, system and principles of the medical law, features of legal relationship in the field of health care;

- studying of international legal medical standards and the constitutional guarantees of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the field of health protection;

- detection of features of the rights of various categories of citizens on health protection; research of legal status of medical workers;

- to study signs of clinical and biological death 

- to familiarize with the organization of medico-legal service in RK;

- to acquaint with medico-legal objects and research methods.
2.4 End results of training:

Knowledge:

- legislation on health care of the Republic of Kazakhstan and practice of its application, to be guided in special literature;

- laws and other regulatory legal acts regulating the relations in the field of health care;

- norms of a constitutional law the Republic of Kazakhstan regulating health protection and rendering of medical care;

- rights of patients and main legal mechanisms of their providing;

- standards of the current legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan and other bylaws regulating professional medical activity;

- rights and duties of medical workers, bases of their activity, feature of their social legal protection;

- basic provisions and norms of branches of the Kazakhstan right (civil, family, labor, administrative law), as guarantors of ensuring the rights and lawful interests of citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the health care sphere;

- signs of clinical and biological death;

- medico-legal classification of death;

- signs of different types of violent death;

- features of survey of a scene at different types of violent death;

- classification of damages by severity of harm of health;

- structure and the organization of medico-legal service in RK;

Abilities:

- independently analyze the legal acts concerning health care;
- within the law to protect the professional rights;
- to operate in a framework and limits of the professional rights and duties;
- in the course of professional activity to correspond to requirements and criteria of the Kazakhstan and International legislation;
- to protect the labor law and freedoms and to operate within the professional duties;
- to apply laws and other regulatory legal acts regulating legal relationship in the sphere of health protection;

- to use legal mechanisms of protection of the rights and legitimate interests both medical workers, and patients; 

- adequately to apply necessary rules of law in the professional activity and in work of establishments of health care;

- drawing up of the protocol of survey of a corpse on a place of its detection; 

- survey and the description of damages on a corpse and clothes;

- ascertaining of clinical and biological death, definition of prescription of approach of death on the cadaveric phenomena; 

- practical receptions of detection, the description and an assessment of damages at the victims accused, etc.;

- drawing up of conclusions according to researches.
Legal competences:

- to the rights and duties of the doctor according to articles Criminal Procedure Code of RK;

- to an order and carrying out survey of a scene, research of corpses, survey of live persons according to a regulation of laws of RK;

- the systematic and everyday management in the professional activity by rules of law.

Current control.



Cognitive competences (knowledge) are estimated on each lesson by the following kinds of activity: testing, oral poll, supervising of the patient, role-playing games (work in small groups), the decision and drawing up of situational tasks (by a method of «brain storm», tables and schemes), drawing up of algorithms of diagnostics and treatment (a method of «brain storm», presentation),
